Did you know that only 15-18% of what we recycle actually stays in the US?  The remainder of those recycled goods are 
shipped internationally and used for products abroad.   With the tightening of regulations concerning international trade and 
demand of recycled goods, there are some items that will no longer be recycled.  To help educate the public we are listing infor-
mation that has been recently provided to us from Republic Services. 
   
The following items will no longer be taken by our recycling team: 
  *  Pizza Boxes or other grease soaked cardboard 
  *  Plastic Storage Bins 
  *  Orange Plastic (like Tide detergent bottles) 
  *  Thick, wax or pressed covered paper (anything laminated or unable to tear) 
 
The following items need to be prepared different: 
  *  Food containers must be cleaned now.  Things like sour cream, cottage 
  cheese, and  milk containers could have leftover food remnants in them before 
  and they were steam washed in the plastic recycling process.  Technically they 
  still are, however all the recycling is being collected together.  These leftover 
  food remnants can easily get onto paper and card board which cannot be cleaned off.
